The 31st Annual Structural Summit was held in Anaheim, California at the Disney Resort Hotel & Conference Center. The Summit was well attended with 39 of the 44 member organizations sending delegates. Delegates (Vermont and Rhode Island absent) represented four of the six New England states. Approximately 950 structural engineers and vendors/technical representatives attended the summit with delegates attending and participating in many social activities. This is the largest attendance for an NCSEA Summit.
This year the summit technical sessions were over two- and one-half days. Two (2) separate tracks of technical programs were provided. Sessions were organized around many of the key issues that structural engineers face in their daily practice. Presentations included diversity, reinforced concrete, masonry, codes, sustainability, business practice and steel.

MA is supposed to be updating soon 
NH is using 2018 IBC – potentially skip 2021 and adopt 2024
It was noted that ASCE 7-22 does not include flood loads, so an amendment is needed to adopt Supplement #2 of ASCE/SEI 7-22 
Structural Engineering Emergency Response (SEER) 

ME has a SEER committee and they have been doing more; they have info they can share from their experience. SEAM enlisted the help of a lawyer to setup (Helen Watts from ME is knowledgeable in this). They also have an Emergency Management Association and created a Memo of Understanding and Good Samaritan Law. 

MA has an AEER (Architects and Engineers Emergency Response) Task Force that meets every other month; they hosted a Cal-OES Safety Assessment Training (SAP) program last October. 
CT does not have much going on for these efforts. 
NH is not active but is trying to get going again (Tom French was the chair about 10 years ago).
