The 32nd Annual Structural Summit was held in Las Vegas, Nevada at the MGM Grand Hotel & Conference Center. The Summit was well attended with most of the 44 member organizations sending delegates. Delegates (Vermont and Rhode Island absent) represented four of the six New England states. Approximately 1,050 structural engineers, speakers and vendors/technical representatives attended the summit with delegates attending and participating in many social activities. This is the largest attendance for an NCSEA Summit.
This year the summit technical sessions were again over two- and one-half days. Two (2) separate tracks of technical programs were provided. Sessions were organized around many of the key issues that structural engineers face in their daily practice. Presentations included diversity, reinforced concrete, wood, masonry, steel, codes, sustainability, business practice and artificial intelligence (AI).
